Boy’s basketball coaches are meeting with officials to build relationships and rapport between the two organizations and discuss any concerns or questions. 
c. Cascade Conference: Some concern with volleyball behavior with fans.  Looking for consistency between schools.  What are other schools and leagues doing to educate the fans about proper behavior?  If any schools or leagues have suggestions please e-mail to Matt Blair, AD @ Lakewood HS. CPCH (Bothell Campus) and Bellevue Christian have applied for membership to the Cascade Conference.  The league AD’s and Principals will be meeting to discuss the applications.  Both of these schools are from District #2.  It takes league, district, and WIAA approval for a member school to change WIAA Districts.  
d. NW 1A/2B League: Post season discussion about where league schools are playing.  Orcas Island SD may not fund Winter/Spring sports this year.  Big concern with what may happen.  Friday Harbor may petition the WIAA dealing with classification.  They want to be a 2B schools.  Classification numbers are on the bubble. Shoreline Christian not sure which way to go.  They are a 1B school by classification opting up to a 2B classification.
