14. WIAA Report Harlan Kredit – WIAA July Board minutes.  Sent out to member schools by e-mail. Hello everyone,
· Hope your summer is going well and are looking forward to the 2011-12 school year.  I just left Yellowstone for a few days to attend the WIAA summer board meeting and following are a few of my notes/thoughts, etc.
· The JV track and cross country and swimming issue has been solved by agreeing to allow JV participants to participate in varsity races if all JV athletes are eligible to do so.
· Passed on lst reading a change in the weight classes for girls in wrestling programs.
· We are pleased that the L and I costs will not increase this year because our risk factors have gone done at about the same as the increase in base rates for officials so it balances out.
· Noted that state attendance in all sports has declined from 293,005 in 2006-07 to 260,797 in 2010-11.  The reasons are probably varied and is cause for reflection.
· This year we are looking at possible changes for draw criteria which will be explained in more detail by the WIAA staff who will attend our Fall Workshop in September. 
· Moving to some online certification for 1st will be allowed although hands on CPR is still required.
· Our new board member from Region A (Districts 1 and 2) is Eric McCurdy.
· The new standards for cheering mats allows smaller mat sizes which should be much easier to handle.
· Districts 5, 6, and 7 developed a state basketball "regional" format which moves the final game from Tuesday to Friday.  This might be of interest to other districts such as ours who combine at least 4 allocations.  More details later..
· Boys soccer ejections are down which is good news.  
· Interesting discussion on the advisability of publishing the game matchups (draws) for regional basketball.  We will be seeking input on this question.
· It is possible the 1A fastpitch championships might be played at Franklin Park in Spokane in 2012 because some of the promised renovations have not happened yet - more lately.  
· Interesting discussion resulting from a meeting of physicians who believe the current pitchers limitation rule is not useful because it does not involve "total pitches".  They also noted that there are many more injuries to fastpitch pitchers because there are no limitations rules. 
· Middle school level baseball teams can use -5 and -7 bats.
· 4A tennis will go to the Columbia Basin Racquet Club and Richland High School. 
· Fascinating discussion on new football mouthpiece that collects data on "hits".  Sends a wireless signal to the sideline on the force of the impact.  Some pro teams and college teams will be using it as well as a few high school teams.  Current price for the mouthpiece is $300 but if there is a bigger demand the price could go as lows at $25.  More later on this as well.
